e 1in7 weekends (0730-2230)

e 1in7-night duties worked in sets of 3 and 4 consecutive nights (2200-0800)
Emergency Department:

e 1in2+weekends, including nights (2200-0800)

e 1in5+ night duties worked in sets of 3 and 4 consecutive nights
Psychiatry:

e 1in4+weekends (0800-2200) and on-call

e 1-2long days per week (0800-2200) & on call to 0800
